- Physical Education 20 and/or 30

- Locally Developed Course

- Knowledge and Employability Courses

- Registered Apprenticeship Program (RAP)

PLUS 10 additional 30 level credits

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS FOR:
HIGH SCHOOL CERTIFICATE OF ACHIEVEMENT

JMHS is fortunate enough to be able to provide
Knowledge and Employability at the high school
level. These courses in whole or in combination
with non Knowledge and Employability courses
are able to grant a student with the Certificate of
High School Achievement. The requirements
below are the minimum requirements for a
student to attain a Certificate of High School
Achievement:

- Special Projects 30 OR

= 30 - level Registered Apprenticeship
Program (RAP course)
